Skill Focus:

Selecting colours carefully.

Cutting, folding and scrunching paper to create shapes and fill space appropriately.


	Show chn pictures of rats following on from English and ‘The Pesky Rat’. Explain to chn they are going to create a rat head using tissue paper and glue. Model how to make the rat and discuss sensible colours to choose from for tissue paper. 
	Discuss with chn other techniques we could use to create a rat head.

	To make observational drawings.

To use paint to create a picture.
To create and use different shades of colour.

Link to Science.

Skill Focus:

Mix paint to make/blend colours.

Understand which primary colours to mix in order to get a range of secondary colours.

Create different shades of colour by adding black or white. 


	Show chn pictures of animals that use camouflage, including a picture of a tortoise.  Discuss what makes the animal camouflaged (draw attention to the colours and shades and how the colour is not all just one block of colour – explain how this helps to break up the outline of the animal making it harder to spot). Explain to chn they are going to use paints to try and create a tortoise camouflage. Model how to use the paints to make a range of colours and shades.  Chn to create their own camouflaged tortoise.
	Discuss with chn which animals can use camouflage.

	To make observational drawings.

To use drawing pencils to create a picture of a wolf.
Link to English 

Skill Focus:

Draw carefully from first-hand observations (thinking about shape and size of objects)

Use a range of techniques to create texture using drawing pencils (hatchet lines, shading, different mark making techniques).

	Show the chn different pictures of wolves. Discuss with them the main features on the wolves and explain we are going to produce a pencil drawing of a wolf. Using sketch books get chn to draw small sketches of the different features on a wolf e.g. teeth, fur, eyes and ears.
Once the chn have practiced shading and drawing lines get them to draw a full size picture of a wolf (using the pictures of inspiration).  Encourage the chn to use different pencil marks to create texture e.g. fur.
	Discuss with chn the other types of material we could use to create a wolf picture.

	To create a pattern using drawing pencils.
To create a mindfulness picture of a polar bear.

Link to English

Skill Focus:

Create simple repeating patterns to fill a given outline.

Choose appropriate colours (cold colour recap) and use them to good effect – thinking about spacing the colours out etc.


	Explain to chn that we are going to produce a mindfulness picture of a polar bear. Explain they are going to use a pencil to create different patterns on the body of the animal. Display examples of mindfulness pictures.  Discuss the patterns used.  Once they have completed the patterns they can choose a few colours to carefully colour in the lines (emphasize that polar bears live in a cold place and discuss appropriate colours).
	Share with the chn the patterns that worked well.

	To be able to create a picture using the Australian dot art method.

Skill Focus:

Create dots of paint using different methods/tools (paint brushes, fingers, pencils etc.

Choose appropriate colours (hot colour recap) and use them to good effect – thinking about not blocking too much of the same colour together.
Emulate a style of art (Australian dot art).


	Show chn pictures of animals created using the Austrailian dot art method.  Show the chn a picture of a lizard outline. Show chn how to use the tips of paint brushes and fingers to create Australian dot art.  Chn to complete their own pictures.  Recap learning about habitats in Science and discuss where lizards live (hot countries).  Encourage use of appropriate colours.
