Medium Term Plan

Art – Year 4 – Spring 2
Monet and Van Gogh

	Prior Learning: 
· The children have continued to use tone and shading to create portraits.
· Previously, the children have mixed colours to create new tones.
· In Spring 1, children have used shading and toning to create different effects with their work.

· They have learnt the importance of designing and evaluating their artistic designs. 

· Children have learnt to use sketching and painting to create realistic portraits.

	· To learn about Monet as a great Impressionist painter in History. 

· To introduce the impressionist style – in particular, Monet

· To improve their mastery of art and painting techniques. 


	Complete Art Five A Day and stick into book. 
Show children the PowerPoint about Monet and discuss the characteristics of Impressionism. Show children a video of Monet’s techniques.

Look at Monet’s seascapes. Discuss colours, textures, impressionist style with light, blending of colours, softness and images seen in the painting.

Skills – on small pieces of paper to stick into books. Children to try finger painting techniques that all for them to create texture, blend colours and create different sized finger dots. 
Activity 

Children paint their own coastal picture in Impressionist style- using finger painting.

HA – challenge children to blend colours and to create texture within their painting by layering paint.
LA – guide children to choose appropriate colours for a sea scape.

	WALT: create a picture using impressionist techniques.

	Main Teaching
Discuss prior learning about impressionism. What can the children remember?

Image of Monet art work on IWB from PowerPoint. What are the key features? As class Look at some of children’s paintings that are good examples of the style on class wall. How could we all improve our Impressionist techniques?
Think about light, blending, not clear- fuzzy, softer blended colours.
Show children images of cherry blossom tress and refer to the trees outside of school. Ask the children how they could best represent this using the tools available to them. (Finger painting, dabbing with a smaller brush, cotton buds, rolled up paper dabbed into paint, blending the colours).
Get children to discuss the different colours they can see in the paintings and in the trees. How could they represent this in their image? Where do they need to start with it?

Show children a video of a technique using cotton buds to create a cherry blossom. 

Activities

All children to practice blending colours to create the desired tone for the cherry blossom. This will be stuck into their art books.
Activity 1 – using the I-Pads, children to research Monet and complete a fact file in their art books about him, his paintings and techniques and other facts about him. Children to be provided with a picture of Monet.

Activity 2 – children to have a selection of Monet pictures to create a collage in their book which they will then annotate around the edge about their likes and dislikes; why they think this; the use of colours; techniques used etc.

Painting Focus – Adult support – children to come to the table with their ‘bare tree’. Children to blend paint and use the cotton buds to create a blossom tree inspired picture. Adult can support LA children through focussed input as children will complete the activity a table at a time. More able children will further develop their technique by layering the paint to create a textured feel to the paint and picture.

	3
	To create a picture in the style of Claude Monet’s ‘Water Lily’ picture. 
	Revise Claude Monet and who he was and what was special about his style of painting. Discuss how they could recreate this style.

Children to have images of ‘Water Lily’ by Claude Monet and stick them into their book. As a class, discuss the different images and what they like/dislike about them.

· In books, children to annotate the pictures with what they like/dislike about the images. They need to think about the colours in the picture and the texture and why they are commenting on it.

Activities

Children to watch the step-by-step video tutorial on recreating ‘Water Lily’s’ by Monet.

Children to have blue card to work on with oil pastels.

Differentiation

· Children to have access to dragonfly templates to add to the images.

· Support as needed around the classroom during tutorial.

	4 & 5
	Examine the Post- impressionist style and techniques of Vincent Van Gogh. Compare/ contrast with Monet style
	Using the PowerPoint, learn/revise about Vincent Van Gogh and look at his style. Explain his style is post-impressionism. Compare with the paintings they have looked at from Monet and verbally discuss similarities and differences between the two artists and their styles.
Have a look at the PowerPoint and focus on his painting ‘Sunflowers’. Discuss this with the children using Slide 6 and encourage children to use words: tone, blend, artist, techniques, likes, dislikes. Children to then stick in a smaller picture of ‘Sunflowers’ and annotate their feelings about the painting.
Discuss how Van Gogh uses the ‘impasto’ technique with his painting of Sunflowers and get the children to understand that this is using thicker paint to create a textured effect on the end painting.

Show the short video on painting with a palette knife and thicker paint in an impasto style. How could they use this technique in the classroom? How could they make the paint thicker? (glue) and what could they use instead of a palette knife? (lolly stick)

Children to be provided with images of sunflowers to stick into their books and annotate what they like and dislike about the images.
Activities

Painting Focus – adult led – children to come out and have a practice at blending colours to create a tone of paint and using lolly sticks to create the textured, ‘impasto’ effect in their work. Leave this to dry to stick into their books.
In sketch books – children to practice using sketching pencils drawing different sunflowers and looking at the detail they can create with the different pencils.

On thicker paper, ready to paint next session – children to draw out a picture inspired by Van Gogh’s 
‘Sunflowers’. In the style of the artist, children must:

· Have a contrasting background to be painted using watercolours.

· Choose colours inspired by feelings.

HA – children to think about blending, tone, could they completely change the colour of their sunflowers to represent a different mood? Green, purple, blue, red?

LA – children could be supported by using a ‘how to draw a sunflower’ sheet and create a picture of a singular flower to be painted in the same technique.

SEN – children could use sunflower colouring sheets as templates to trace over to create a picture ready to paint in the same technique.

· To be able to take time to create a painting using step-by-step instructions to create a piece of work.



	Next Steps: 

· During the Summer Term, children will use their sketching skills and techniques developed over the year to produce a black and white picture of a monster. This is an assessment of how their skills have progressed from the previous year.
· Children will continue to annotate paintings, stating their views using artistic language.

· They will move onto using pencils and crayons to create effects when adding colour to posters.

· They will look at blending with pastels to create a specific effect on sugar paper when creating an effect with a silhouette.
