	Prior learning to recap - To know what a self portrait is. To draw their own self portrait positioning the nose eyes and mouth in the correct place on a face. To be able to recall Paul Klee as a famous artist and know that he drew portraits

	Key knowledge and skills to be committed to long term memory – To know what a sculpture is.  To know the name of a famous sculptor – Andy Goldsworthy. To make a sculpture using natural materials.

	To know what a sculpture is. 
To make a sculpture out of clay of a natural object found outside – ie leaf, acorn. 


	Ask children to explain what a sculpture is and what a sculptor does. 
Show the powerpoint about sculpture which discusses materials used to make a sculpture. Discuss manmade and natural materials. 

Children to go outside and find some different natural objects.  Bring these back into the classroom. 

Show children how to make a clay sculpture.  Show them how to roll, carve using tools, pinching and smoothing with their fingers. 

All children give some clay to make a sculpture of a small natural object.

	To know what a sculpture is.  
To draw objects in nature. 


	Ask the children what a sculpture is.  What can sculpture be made from- metal, clay, stone etc. Last week we made sculpture using natural materials.  Today we are going to look at sculptures with natural materials. Discuss what materials are being used to make these sculptures. 
Look through powerpoint 2- natural sculptures.   

Children to go outside and pick a natural material and then draw it in their sketch book.  Encourage children to look carefully at the shapes and patterns in the object. 

Repeat with another object.

	Revise what a sculpture is.  Discuss that last lesson we looked at sculptures with natural materials.  Can they remember what natural means.  Explain what man-made means.  

Children to collect some natural materials to bring into the classroom.  

Back in the classroom look at the powerpoint- number 3.   Using the natural materials found and some man made materials as a class sort these materials into man made and natural.

Introduce the artist Andy Goldsworthy who make sculptures using natural materials.  Powerpoint 4 Are the pieces temporary or permanent?  What materials might he have used?  Look at different examples of his work. 
In sketch books – ch to design a sculpture in the style of Andy Goldsworthy by selecting natural materials you would find in Forest School.
