	To describe different materials.

To investigate different ways to use fabrics/papers.
	Have examples of fabrics/papers on the whiteboard.  Can they children name any of them. In learning partners – ch to discuss how the fabric feels using adjectives.  Discuss how we can use the fabrics/papers for example scrunching, weaving, twisting, plaiting, tearing.  In learning partners – give a piece of fabric/paper ask them to experiment how they can use the fabric – scrunch tear etc. 

On the table – put a  collection of different papers and fabrics.  Ch to show these techniques by creating a poster and writing labels.

Extension – netbooks – use crickweb science. Labelling different materials and sorting materials  x 15.
	Experiment with papers and fabrics to create different effects.

	To experiment with fabrics and describe their texture. 
	Recap on the names of different fabrics – lace, velvet, cotton, felt, silk by asking them to name some with their learning partner. Give out a piece of material ask the children to look at the patterns on the fabric. Explain how these fabrics are made by weaving thread together and show images of a loom. Show examples from the (powerpoint) of magnified fabric to see the patterns.  Model drawing the patterns on to paper.

one group – Dip small selection of fabric into paint and then press on to paper to make the pattern.

Two groups – Use magnifying glasses to observe the weaving and copy the pattern.

	Show ch the powerpoint again explaining how materials weave.

	To create a weaving picture in the style of Sharon Porteous.
	Show ch the work of Sharon Porteous ( put name into google for images) who uses weaving in their art work. Explain that today we are going to create our own picture in the style of Sharon Porteous.  Model weaving pieces of fabric on a to a light coloured paper frame. Show how we can add other materials – buttons, feathers, pipe cleaners sequins to our weaving. 

Each person to be given an a5 light coloured frame. Strips of fabric needed for the children to weave.

Netbooks – crickweb materials 

Plenary – Look at the children’s work. Other children to identify the materials they could have used on their picture

	To make a picture using fabric of their favourite toy. 
	Look at the pictures by Janet Bolton who uses fabric to create a picture. Children to work on their own to create their own picture of their favourite toy in the style of this artist. Ch to draw their picture in pencil first and then put the fabric over the top.  Children to not cut out the pieces of fabric too small as we are not making a mosaic.

Children given A4 sugar paper each. Ch to have fabric in trays on the table. Ch to draw their picture in pencil and then add the fabric.
