Medium Term Plan – Spring 1st Year 3 – Art

 Aims 
The national curriculum for art and design aims to ensure that all pupils: 

produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences 

become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design techniques 

evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design 

know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms. 

Key stage 2 
Pupils should be taught to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds of art, craft and design. 

Pupils should be taught: 

to create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas 

to improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay] 

about great artists, architects and designers in history.

	To create a mosaic design 
To understand the concept of a mosaic
To question and make thoughtful observations about different mosaics and select ideas to use in their own work
To know about great craft makers and designers (Ancient Romans), and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms. 
To use sketch books to record/ plan their ideas/observations and use them to review and revisit ideas
	Introduce the use of mosaics by the Romans – look at the features of Roman mosaics. Colours / designs / patterns etc. Discuss their importance of them to the Romans and to historians today.

Children are to look at images and annotate the features and what they like about them.
 Stress designs should be simple & use a limited colour palette.
Use sketch books to plan and edit design on squared paper.
Using coloured paper squares chn create roman design.
	
	· to understand the principles of mosaic making
· to create their own sketched design for a simple mosaic and create design in a mosaic format

· To know about great craft makers and designers (Ancient Romans), and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms. 
· To use sketch books to record/ plan their ideas/observations and use them to review and revisit ideas
	Photos /pictures of roman mosaics. Coloured paper squares.

	To create a mosaic design 
To understand the concept of a mosaic
To use their mosaic design to work from when constructing their mosaic.

To evaluate their mosaic design and experiences of the design process.


	Remind the children of the work that they did in the previous session on designing their mosaic. 
Explain that today they will be making their mosaic using foil tiles and imagining how a Roman citizen would feel making it with stone tiles.
Evaluate their finished design in terms of effectiveness and how complicated it would be for the ancient Romans to have done.


	
	To have created a mosaic design, using the features identified in the previous lesson.
To be able to explain what features a mosaic has.

To have followed their design to construct a mosaic and make adjustments as appropriate.
To have evaluated their design and experiences using the criteria discussed at the start of the previous lesson.

	To sketch a head & shoulders portrait of a key figure from Roman history
To develop drawing and  painting skills
	Roman portraits

Chn select picture of ancient Roman e.g. Roman god, gorgon, emperor etc.  Sketch portrait onto circular paper.  Use poster paints to paint.  
Look at the colours that are used to keep in the style of the Romans.
	
	· To use line and tone to record from observation

· To use brush stroke techniques and paints effectively

	To examine the work of an artist: Andy Warhol Pop Art. 

To research the features of pop art, focusing on the use of bold colours. 
To create layered Colosseum image using Pop Art’s vibrant colours.

To know about the importance of key historical buildings /architecture – Colosseum

	Look at some examples of the work of Andy Warhol – features and colours that are used. 
Look at images of the Colosseum and discuss the importance of the building to Roman history.
Using templates of the colosseum, children are to use their choice of colour to layer and create effect of the pop art style.

	· To be able to explain the style and features of pop art, focusing on the bold vibrant colours that are used.

· To be able to explain why the colosseum is an important part of Roman history.

· To have used bold colours to create an effect in their artwork.
	Andy Warhol powerpoint to introduce the style of pop art.

	To create a Roman Standard and shield
To increase control & confidence when using materials
To improve artistic skills e.g. cutting, sketching, planning
To identify symmetrical patterns within artwork
	Roman Standards and Shields

Discuss the use of standards and shields within the Roman army.  Chn replicate standard design personalizing some motifs with images personal to themselves. 

Discuss shield’s symmetrical pattern.
	
	· To understand the purpose/ importance of Roman shields/standards.

· To appreciate the importance of symmetry in some artwork.

· To show greater control and  confidence when cutting, sketching etc.
