Year 4 – autumn 1

	Prior Learning:

· The children have learnt about different artists/sculptors such as Paul Klee, Andy Goldsworthy and Van Gogh. They have learnt how to mix colours.

	Objective/Activity
	Resources

	1
	WALT: understand graffiti art and create a piece of work.
Using the PowerPoint, discuss what graffiti art is and the fact that in the real world it is considered illegal as it falls under the category ‘vandalism’. Discuss the American artist and Keith Haring and Banksy and compare their styles.

Look at the photo packs and (displayed around the classroom) and discuss what they like/dislike about the different styles.
Modelling Technique

Discuss the shading techniques used on the street art and how this can be transferred into their work. Model how to shade, moving from one colour to another, ensuring children understand how to blend the colours in the middle.

Activities

1. Stick the street examples in their books and annotate what they like/dislike about the colours and how they are shaded.

2. Practice shading around the examples using different colour combinations that appeal to them for their finished piece.

3. Children to shade in the letters of their name, making sure they blend appropriately. Cut out the letters and place onto their brick wall background.

Differentiation

· LA – shade the letters appropriately and stick onto the brick wall. May need help with cutting out accurately. 

· MA – shade the letters appropriately and think about the layout before sticking them onto the background. They may progress further and add on symbols around the writing in the style of the artists looked at.

· HA – some children may progress further and wish to create their own letters to cut out and create their own background.

	WALT: understand what Stone Age cave art was.
Start by reading the story ‘The First Drawing’ by Mordicai Gerstein. Also read the author’s note with the children about cave paintings.

Show the starter slide and ask pupils to look at the images of Stone Age cave paintings. Ask them to work with the person sat next to them to describe what they can see. In particular: people, animals, weapons and then anything else.

Give the children resource 3a and ask them to look more closely at the image and answer the questions on the sheet (Stick into book). The follow the link https://www.dkfindout.com/uk/history/stone-age/cave-painting/ and click on the labels to find out more about the cave paintings.

Explain to the pupils that in the Stone Age times there was no writing as such but that people did record the world around by carving or painting on stones and cave walls. Ask pupils to explain why cave art is important to historians finding out about this period of history. Have a look at the ‘Cave Artist’s Toolkit’ slide and read it together to find out what tools and materials people needed to create their cave paintings. Discuss the use of limited colours.
Modelling

Model to children how to create the simple drawings using charcoal on the back of wallpaper to replicate the rough surface of the caves. Children can try to copy some of the images from the resource into their art books using pencils/black pencil crayon.

Activities

Pupils are going to make a cave painting on the back of wallpaper using chalk/charcoal to draw the images. The skill is making sure that they use simplified images. They should use browns, yellows, oranges and blacks.
More Support – some children with poor fine motor skills might need some help using the mark making tools. It would be a good idea to mark their drawing with a pencil first.

More Challenge – children to create a Stone Age scene, rather than just a simple image.

	WALT: understand what can be learnt about the past from artefacts.
Have a look at the PowerPoint to support the lesson. Ask them to tell a partner what they did between getting up and arriving at school this morning. Then ask them what evidence there is to prove that there story is true. Most likely no one chose to film, photograph or write down all the details. Children might have some physical evidence (dressed, clean teeth etc). similarly, we have no films, photographs or written accounts from the time of the Stone Age. What evidence might an archaeologist use to find out about this time?

Look at resources from cupboard. Different artefacts. Spear heads, jewellery etc. What could we learn from these artefacts? Look at the evidence slide and ask the pupils to help read the information about the tool, making their own suggestions before you reveal the example answer.
Modelling

Show children the different tools that can be used when modelling with clay. How can we use them? What effect do they create? Model to the children how to mould a piece of clay into the shape that they require. Discuss whether their artefact should look like new or whether they should be making it look as if it is from prehistoric times. Discuss how to not overwork clay so that it becomes dry and cracks. 
Activities

Pupils are going to make a spearhead from the clay. Have a look at the different examples and discuss what techniques they need to use.

More Support – some children will have trouble working the clay to get it to the shape they need. Some children will have trouble shaping the clay using the tools and will need more support.
More Challenge – children may progress more quickly and could consider how to make their spearhead look more authentic, as if it is a relic that has been discovered.

	WALT: sketch a significant building.
Children to look at the PowerPoint where it discusses what Architecture is. Look at different significant buildings from around the world. Discuss what makes them interesting. Why are they famous?  Use ‘Buildings of the World PowerPoint’. Children to learn about famous buildings and who designed them. Have a look a photographs of iconic/different buildings and discuss them.
· Burj Khalifa, Eiffel Tower, Empire State Building, Great Wall of China, London Eye, Sphinx, St. Basil’s Cathedral, Sydney Opera House, Taj Mahal, Tower Bridge, Tower of Pisa, Pyramid of Giza, Notra Dame, The Shard, Birmingham Library, COR Building – Miami, The Cube, The Gherkin, The Beijing National Stadium 
Modelling

Model to the children how to use different sketching tools to sketch different aspects of the building. Children to focus on specific design features of the building. 

Activities

· Children to stick in pictures of buildings and annotate what they like about the design or what they don’t like about the design. 

· Choose a specific building to try to sketch using different techniques for shading.

· Sketch different design aspects of the building and try to sketch the whole building.

· Using the silhouettes, children to create a picture.

	WALT: design a mosaic picture in the style of Gaudi.
· Watch and discuss the life and works of Gaudi.

· Watch and discuss Gaudi ppt. In particular draw attention to Mosaic style. 

Modelling

Stopping at various points in the PowerPoint, draw out the attention to detail in mosaic style work. Have a close look at the colours that are being used and discuss these with the children. Using an enlarged version of one of the templates, model how to create effects using the gummed paper to complete the template.
Activities

Children to create a mosaic picture in the style of Gaudi using gummed paper squares.

LA – use the template and fill it with paper squares to create a mosaic.

MA – use the template but think about their choice of colours – could use complementary colours or contrasting colours to complete their mosaic.

HA – children to draw their own picture, rather than using the template to create a mosaic picture in the style of Gaudi.

	WALT: create a dream catcher (in line with the English planning – story on The DreamGiver’. 
Recap the story of the DreamGiver and what happens. Link this into having a Dreamcatcher. What help would a dreamcatcher have been? 

Read through the PowerPoint and learn about Leonora Carrington (an artist and writer). Looking at her painting, children to answer the questions provided on the PowerPoint. Read the information about Dream Catchers. Read through the fact sheet on Dreamcatchers.
Activity
Children to sketch a Dreamcatcher in their book, thinking about the colours used in Leonora Carrington’s painting.

Model

Model to children how to make a dreamcatcher following the instructions and method on the cards.

Activity

Children to make a dreamcatcher and photograph it before taking it home. Some children may need more support with punching holes and threading the wool.

	WALT: use pastels and shadowing to create an image of Stonehenge.
Use the Starter Slides and the optional virtual tour to introduce pupils to the Stonehenge monument. Ask pupils if they can suggest a reason why Stonehenge might have been built. Read the Stages of Construction slide and ask pupils to comment on what they find surprising about the building of Stonehenge. Give pupils time to discuss it in pairs using the slides on the PowerPoint to help.
Explain that they are going to find out some more about why Stonehenge might have been built. Nobody knows the answer for certain, but different people have theories based on some of the evidence found/
Modelling

Show children a finished image of the idea of the picture. Explain to the children that they will have a choice of pastels or wax crayons to create the background to their picture.
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Model to the children how to create the circular background effect using both mediums. Children to practice with each medium in their art book and experiment with different colour combinations.
Activities

Children will replicate the image in the picture using wax crayons or pastels. They will then create a silhouette of Stonehenge using black paper. 
More Support – some children with poor fine motor skills may need support in cutting out the images/drawing their images to cut out.
More Challenge – children to create their own silhouettes rather than using templates. They should experiment with adding more detail to the background to create different shades as well as blending the colours.
