	Prior learning to recap – To draw and paint a simple self-portrait. To look at using different art mediums, e.g. clay, collage. 


	Key knowledge and skills to be committed to long term memory – To know what portraits and self portrait are.  To draw a self portrait by drawing all the main features on their face and positioning them correctly. To name the artist Paul Klee who drew portraits and draw a portrait in his style. To know some colours that can be made by mixing primary colours.

	To know what a portrait is 
To name similarities and differences between facial features. 

To identify emotions by the facial features. 

To draw faces with different emotions.  

	Look at Portraits.  What are they and why are portraits made?   Look at different portraits with contrasting features.  What is the same and what is different?  
Use the’Feelings’ powerpoint. Look at the different expressions on their face.  What do they think the people may be feeling by how their features are shown. Focus on the mouth and the eyebrows. 
All – Children given 3 faces with eyes, nose and hair they must draw a mouth and eyebrows to match the emotion – happy, sad, angry and shocked. SEND- sort expressions into happy, sad etc. 
Continuous provision – making faces with different expressions using playdough, drawing faces with chalk outside, make face using cut out eyes, nose and mouth, jigsaws of body and face.

Plenary – Look at the faces they have drawn. Can the children work out the expressions?  How can we make the expressions clearer?

	To know what a portrait is. 

To learn about the key features of a persons face.

To know the differences between our face and our partner’s.
To create a simple line drawing.

	Recap – what a portrait is from last week. 

Give children mirrors, talk about what features we have on our face and locate these using the mirrors. Ask them to look at a friend and think about the size, shape and position of features on their face. Show the children the photographs of themselves.  How is this a portrait? Look at proportions on their face. Compare their face with their learning partner. – what is different, what is the same.
Make a list of features we need to include on our portrait in order to create a success criteria.

All - Children given a print out of half of their face.  They must then complete the other half of their face. 
Plenary – How are their portraits different?  Compare one or two portraits.  Peer assess against the success criteria.

	· To learn how to position and correctly draw features on their face.
· To create a simple line drawing.

	Draw a face badily. Ask children to identify the features that have been missed out.  Ask children to look at the position of the features are they in the correct place.

Create a success criteria of how to draw their face including the features we need to include and where to position them. 

All -Children to draw their own face in pencil using the face template. 

Extension – face outline given they must draw a face with a different expression and colour in – can take home

Plenary – Choose a few people portraits to assess against the success criteria.  Suggest ways we could improve our work.
	To correctly draw their face with the features in the correct place.
To identify ways in which people are represented in art.
	Wksheet – face outline.

	· To learn how to position and correctly draw features on their face.
· To create a simple line drawing.

	Look at their self-portraits again with their learning partner and compare against the success criteria.  Ch to make suggestions of how they could make their self portraits better.
Prior to the lesson the children would have painted their skin colour on to a face outline and discovered the colours needed to mix to make their skin colour.

All children to draw their face on to the face outline and colour in their eye colour and lip colour and paint their hair.
	To mix secondary colours from primary by blending.

	· To learn about the work of an abstract artist- Paul Klee.
· To create an asymmetrical face. 
	Show the children a picture of the work of Paul Klee and tell them about the artist. Discuss the face and how it is asymmetrical.  Use the Paul Klee powerpoint.
Talk about colours, why has he chosen pastel colours. How does it make you feel? Ask the children how other colours make them feel. Look at how the artist uses shades of the same colour. 
Model drawing an asymmetrical face by drawing a face outline and then drawing the shapes on the face.  Create a success criteria

All - Children to draw an asymmetrical face in the style of Paul Klee by drawing a face outline and then drawing the shapes on the face in their sketch book ( children to draw around the plastic or sponge shapes) 

Plenary – Peer assess against the success criteria.


	To use Paul Klee work as a basis for own abstract portrait work.

	To mix primary colours together to make secondary colours. 
To know what colours we make when we mix primary colours. 
	Revise what a portrait is. Show the portrait by Paul Klee- Senecio.  Can they remember who the artist is? Look at some of the colours on the portrait – ie orange.  How is this made?  Can they name any colours that can be mixed together to make another colour. 

Discuss the primary colours and how we can mix these together to make new colours.  Use the colour mixing powerpoint to discuss this. 

1 group-  Mix two primary colours together to make a new colour and paint on to the worksheet.
1 group -  Each child to have a papertowel and a pipette.  Have a pot of water with red food colouring, a pot with blue food colouring and a pot with yellow food colouring.  Children to put two of the colours on to their kitchen roll and find out what colour they make. 
Then rotate the groups.
	To know what primary colours can be mixed together to make secondary colours.
