	1
	To draw from first hand observations.

To use a range of techniques to create effects.

Link to Science

Skill Focus:

Observational drawing.
Carefully colouring.

Use a range of mediums.

Use of shading/blending etc. for effect.
	Display some famous still life pictures of flower arrangements (Sunflowers by Van Gough, A Vase of Flowers by Gauguin. Discuss the children’s likes and dislikes (asking them to explain why they like them) and the different styles and techniques used.  Explain that we will be drawing our own still life pictures of flowers. Model.  Focus on the use of careful and precise observations.
	Children to use their observational skills to draw still life images of flowers.  Children to choose from a range of mediums to add colour to their work (oil pastels, colouring pencils, felt tips and chalk pastels).
	Children to create their own gallery and spend time looking at and constructively criticise each other work.

	2
	To use a range of materials to create effects.
To create a collage.

Link to Geography

Skill Focus:

Use a range of techniques for cutting, shaping and attaching materials (folding, scrunching, gluing etc.).

Planning out a piece of work (where to use certain materials/which choose of materials to use for certain elements).


	Display aerial views of rural and urban locations.  Ask the children to look closely at the shapes, colours and textures they can see in the different locations. Brainstorm ideas and display. Explain that we will be creating a collage.  Look at the materials we have available and ask the children to suggest how will make features such as buildings and hedges.  Discuss different techniques for shaping materials and model how to set out work. 
	Children to create their own collage of rural and urban locations.  Split their page in half diagonally using black paper to create a ‘road’ and decorate one half as urban and the other as rural. 
	Display good examples of work using the IPad as a visualiser.  Children to pick out ‘what makes it a good picture’. 

	3
	To ask and answer questions about a piece of art.
To use visual and tactile elements, including colour, pattern, texture, line, tone, shape, form and space.
Skill Focus:

Observational drawing.

Use of pastels (shading, blending, tip and side use).


	Display a copy of the painting Fruit and Flowers by Brussels on the OHP or interactive whiteboard. 

Get the children to describe all of the shapes that they can see in the painting and discuss the different fruit and vegetables used. 

Tell the children that they are going to be creating their own pictures about different types of fruit.

Show the children an apple and cut it in half. Get the children to describe the different colours and shapes that they can see inside the apple. Explain to the children that they will be using pastels to create pictures showing different fruits and vegetables.


	Allow the children time to practice using the pastels – recapping techniques for creating different marks and effects e.g. get the children to hold the pastel as a pencil and draw lines of different thickness, get the children to hold the pastel on its side and to shade an area of the page, get the children to fill one area of the page with one coloured pastel and then to add lines of another colour onto the same area. The children can then use their finger to blend the colours together.

Provide the children with a range of fruit and vegetables (some halved or cut up to show the insides). Ask them to draw what the fruit and veg. 
	Get some children to display their artwork. Ask the rest of the class to identify the fruit and to describe the different colours used.

	4
	To explore the work of a famous artist.
To use a viewfinder to frame and create an image.

Skill Focus:

Observational drawing.

Use of pastels (shading, blending, tip and side use).
Use of perspective and attention to detail.

	Work through the Georgia O’Keeffe PPT.  Ask the children to pick out features of her work unique to her style. Can they say how her style is different to the style of the other artists we have been looking at? Explain that today we will be creating a picture in the style of Georgia O’Keeffe.  Model how to use a view finder to capture a close up image of part of a plant. Encourage the children to look at just a single part of the plant rather than the whole and focus on the details of just this part.
	Children to use small view finders to draw a section of a flower in the style of Georgia O’Keeffe.  
	Create a class gallery of the children’s work. Children to walk around the gallery critiquing each other’s work.  

	5


	To use a range of materials to create effects.
To compose, design and create a unique piece.

Skill Focus:

Observational drawing.

Use of paints to create colours and shades (think about varying colours and shades within a single piece of fruit). 

	Explain that today we will be creating our own still life image.  Display the range of objects that can be included in the piece (flowers, fruit and vegetables, shells, interesting bits of driftwood/bark, stones, fossils etc.  Ask the children to select a few objetcs in a group and arrange on the table in front of them – provide vases, pots and fabric to help arrange the objects.
Recap drawing from close, careful observation.
	Children to create their own still life arrangements (provide fruit, flowers, shells etc).
Draw with pencils and then paint.
	Use the Ipad as a visualizer to show examples of work – picking out good features and asking for advice on how to make pieces even better.

	6
	To use symmetry to create a design.
To create a piece of art in the style of William Morris.

Skill Focus:

Emulate the style of an artist.

Understand symmetry and its use in W Morris’ work.

To draw carefully to copy shapes and positions of shapes within a picture.


	Display and work through the ‘William Morris Symmetry’ PPT, discussing what patterns are and how they can be arranged.  Display examples of William Morris’ artwork that contains examples of symmetrical pattern work.  Can the children identify the motif and the symmetry in each example (discuss in groups at tables and feed back ideas).

Model how to create a symmetrical design using a simple motif.
	The children will choose their own level of work today.  Provide a selection of pattern cards, of varying complexity, and discuss with the children about making a sensible choice of activity to push themselves and provide challenge (modify choices if required). 

Children to complete their own symmetrical design in the style of William Morris.

Support provided where required.
	Mini plenaries throughout to focus learning and encourage peer assessment of work.

At the end of the lesson, volunteers will display their work and we will (as a class) provide constructive feedback (2 stars and a wish).

	7/8
	To create a piece of

work in the style of William Morris.
To work with a partner collaborating on a project.
Skill Focus:

Use of symmetry.

Understanding background and foreground.

Using tools to create a printing block.

Using a roller to add printing ink to a block.

Creating a repeating pattern on paper using printing blocks.

	Recap William Morris’ style and the terms motif and pattern. Explain that William Morris’ designs were used to create wallpaper and fabrics for us in homes and this was popular with rich Victorian families.
Tell the children that they will be working with a partner to create some ‘wallpaper’ in the style of William Morris.  Model how to make a printing block using a polystyrene tile and how to roll printing ink onto the tile.  Show the children how to make a repeating pattern on paper.

	Children to work with a partner to create a piece of patterned paper.
Together they must decide (based on investigation of W Morris work)…

1. What images from nature they will use for the background pattern, choose one or two e.g. leaves, flowers or animals 

2. What image from nature they will use for the foreground motif, like the rabbit in ‘brother rabbit chintz’. Encourage the children to think about where they might position their motif on the paper (e.g. middle, top, bottom, top right corner).

Children to create a printing block and use printing inks to create a repeating pattern.
	Children to self assess their work:
Does the work look like the style of W Morris? How could it be

improved? Do they like the work of W Morris?

	Next steps      
	To experiment with colour mixing to make a desired colour.
To develop and improve mastery drawing and painting techniques.

To combine stencilling and painting to create an effective animal
To explore how shape, colour and texture can be organised and combined to create patterns for different purposes

To comment on the similarity / differences between their own and others’ work
