
Science – Animals in the environment





- find out about different plants and animals in the local environment.


- how to treat animals with care and sensitivity.


- that animals including humans, move, feed, grow, use their senses and reproduce.


- Know that humans and animals need food and water to stay alive.


- ask questions and decide how they might find answers to them.


- Explore using sight, hearing and touch, and make and record observations and measurements.





ICT – Linked with Literacy and writing information texts or creating a presentation on how to care for an animal/facts sheet.





- Begin to gather information from a variety of sources such as internet, film/TV and books.


 - Save and print work.


- Use the mouse to select some tools and make some changes on the screen. 


- Begin to present and share ideas effectively in different ways.





Art – Make an animal collage





- Investigate a range of materials and processes.


- Use a variety of materials and techniques.


- Represent observations, ideas and feelings, and design and make images and artefacts.


- Review what they have done and say how they feel about it.




















DT – Make homes and habitats (could be outside and photograph using natural materials)





-  Generate and talk about ideas.


- Use tools and materials safely with help.


- How materials can be made stronger. 


- Talk about their ideas saying what they do and don’t like.
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Maths


Solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication or division in contexts of numbers, measures or pounds and pence.





Add or subtract mentally a one-digit number or a multiple of ten to or from any two-digit number; use practical and informal written methods to add and subtract two-digit numbers.





Estimate, compare and measure lengths, weights and capacities, choosing and using standard units (m, cm, kg, litre) and suitable measuring instruments





Read the numbered divisions on a scale and interpret the divisions between them (e.g. on a scale from 0 to 25 with intervals of 1 shown but only the divisions 0, 5, 10, 15 and 20 numbered)





use a ruler to draw and measure lines to the nearest centimetre








PSHE – Caring for each other and animals.


- Preparing to play an active role as citizens


- Continue to develop empathy for others.


- Recognise what is right and wrong.


- Realise that people and other living things have needs.


- Listen to other people, and play and work co-operatively


- Develop a caring attitude towards family, friends and each other.








PE – Gymnastics – moving like an animal. Travelling around apparatus. Dance to the music from the Lion King.





Acquiring and Developing Skills


• Learn how to perform basic skills in travelling, being still, finding space, both on the floor and using apparatus.





Evaluating and Improving Performance


• Explore how to choose and apply skills and actions in sequences. 


• Develop ball skills for simple games – passing balls etc


• Choose and link gymnastic skills and actions in short movement phrases.








Literacy- Information texts - Make information leaflets about wild animals. 


Poems on a theme- write animal poems





Creating and shaping texts


- Create short simple texts on paper and on screen that combine words with images (and sounds).





Engaging with and responding to texts


- Distinguish fiction and non fiction texts and the different purposes for reading them.





Group discussion and interaction


- Ask and answer questions, make relevant contributions, offer suggestions and take turns. 


- Explain their views to others in a small group, decide how to report the group’s views to the class.





Listening and responding


- Listen with sustained concentration, building new stores of words in different contexts.





Text structure and organisation


- Write non-chronological texts using simple structures
