To look at how artists use line, colour, shape and texture to represent feelings.

Skills focus:

Looking and shapes and their position in relation to each other – how long the nose is, where to position the eyes/how large they are on the face etc).

Explore how to change the shape of the mouth/eyes to show expression.

Use an art pencil (shading).

	Collect portraits that have a strong emotional element. Discuss the ways that feelings, like anger, sadness, fear and joy, can be represented visually and illustrate how artists use line, colour, shape and texture to create effects from the examples collected. 

Ask the children to use portraits from their sketchbooks, or photographs, as a starting point for their own portraits. Encourage children to use a range of techniques learnt in previous sessions.

	To make simple observational drawings.

To be able to draw a portrait of a famous person  eg Florence Nightingale
Skill focus:

Recording accurately first hand observations thinking about position and proportion.

Use a different grade of pencil to normal (softer) and look at how this effects the lines drawn.

Explore different techniques (shading, hatchet lines, bold lines/outlines using a firmer pressure etc.).


	Ask chn if they know what a portrait is. Show the chn powerpoint about portraits. Discuss and model how to draw a portrait. Get chn to have a go at doing their own portrait using drawing pencils/chalk.  
Model how to use a drawing pencil to create different effects.

	To make simple observational drawings.

To be able to draw a portrait.

To use a range of techniques with oil pastels.

Skill focus:

Recording accurately first hand observations thinking about position and proportion.

Create a simple outline drawing (focus on not adding too much detail at this point/getting the position of facial features and their proportions accurate.

Use a range of techniques with oil pastels (blending colours, shades of colour using varying pressure etc.).


	Re-cap with chn how to draw a portrait using lines drawn on a face outline to help position and perspective. Demo how to draw, using a line down the centre of the page and a line across the middle to help with the position of the eyes and nose. Explain that this week we are going to be drawing a portrait of a friend.

Model how to do an outline in pencil then fill in details with oil pastels. 

Chn to draw a portrait of a friend using drawing pencils and oil pastels.

	To create a silhouette collage of The Great Fire of London.

To use pastels to create a background.

Link to History

Skill focus:

To understand what is meant by the background and foreground.

Use a range of techniques with chalk pastels (blending, shading, outlining etc.).

Cutting skills – to draw and cut out shapes accurately.

Arranging the elements of a collage.


	Explain to the chn that we are going to produce a picture showing the fire in the Great Fire of London.  Display contemporary images of the fire – talk about the background and how the fire dominates the skyline/background.  Discuss the detail in the foreground. Model how to use pastels to produce the flames as a background on the picture. Then get the chn to draw and cut out an outline of the houses in black sugar paper. Talk about the meaning of ‘silhouette’ and explain that is what we are creating.  Chn to complete their own pictures – focusing on the fire effect in the background and the shape of the black sugar paper to emulate the shape of the houses.

	To create a relief on clay. 

To use a range of techniques to shape and model clay.

Link to History

To paint accurately and carefully.

To choose colours for effect.

Skill focus:

Rolling out clay and cutting to form a desired shape suing a range of tools (rolling pin, cutters, clay tools).
Create slip and use it to affix clay shapes to the base.

Use different methods of shaping clay (rolling, pinching, pressing etc.).

Use objects to leave marks in the surface of clay to create different textures.

To paint carefully (staying between the lines/only painting certain sections etc.). 


	Display a range of images showing Fire Marks from shortly after the Great Fire of London and recap their use.  Explain that we will be making our own fire marks.  Provide children with time to design their own fire mark.  Demonstrate different methods of shaping, marking and fixing clay.  Provide each child with a piece of clay.  Children to roll out and shape their piece of clay then use different techniques to make elements to fix on to the clay/shape it/mark it to make their fire mark.

	To create a charcoal picture of a London Town house from 1666.

Link to History.

Skill focus:

Drawing with charcoal (creating outline/how to hold charcoal so you don’t smudge your work unintentionally).

Smudging and shading with charcoal.

Using hatchet lines/smudging to create texture and detail.
	Show the chn pictures of houses from London in 1666. Explain that we are going to be drawing using charcoal today. Teach techniques such as smudging/blending/shading and crisp line drawing to create effects. Encourage chn to do the outline before smudging/shading etc. and then to redo the outline to finish their picture and define the edges.
