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When will my child go onto the next level?


Your child’s reading age will 


be regularly assessed by the 


class teacher and the colour 


band may change as a result. 





A record of books read is kept 


by the teacher. 








What about the red reading record 


Please feel free to write any comments in their reading record book, especially when they have completed a book. This can become a valuable source of communication between home and school and is checked each week by a member of staff.  





Depending on the age of your child, this reading record book can be used in a variety of ways. For example, your child may write their own comments about their reading book. Your child’s class teacher will provide you with details about how they would like the record book to be used.





Is this the only book read?


No! All children at Finstall School read EVERY DAY from big books, guided reading books and other suitable texts which remain in school. Your child will read… 


independently (either silently or to a teacher, Teaching Assistant, Parent Helper etc)


in reading ability groups, guided by the teacher or a Teaching Assistant


as part of the whole class (from Big Books, enlarged texts on the interactive white board, etc)


during the Literacy Hour	every day and in other subjects during the week.
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Should my child bring home a reading book every day?


Yes, your child should bring home a reading book and a  reading record book every day. This book can be changed when it has been completed at home.





This book is selected from a colour band which is suitable for their reading age and level of comprehension. This band also matches the level of their guided reading book in school. Once beyond ‘book bands’, your child will move onto a free choice reading system.





What happens when my child finishes a reading book?


In the Infant department, your child’s home-reading book will be changed at least once a week by a member of staff. 





Once in the juniors, it is your child’s responsibility to make sure that their home reading book has been changed once it has been completed at home. They will be able to choose any book from their allocated colour band. This will be monitored. Please check that your child’s book has changed.





Will this book be read at school?


The home reading book is a homework activity which is used to support reading sessions in school. In Reception, Year 1 and 2, each child will read their home-reading book 


regularly to a member of staff. 


In the juniors, your child will read 


their home-reading book 


occasionally to a member of staff, 


depending on their reading ability. 
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
